WERE JESUS & MARY MARRIED & DID THEY HAVE A CHILD?
This document was created for someone who was writing up some information on Mary Magdalene.  I have left it as it was relayed to the person as it has much information within it.  Please excuse spelling mistakes. 
No Mary Magdalen was not of the tribe of Benjamin.  And no her father was not Simon the leper.  Mary Magdalen was born in Egypt at the city of Magdala in Egypt.  Not in Israel there was no town called Magdala in Israel.  And she was a trained priestess in two traditions, the Egyptian tradition of Isis and also in the Jewish female lineage from the Temple of Heliopolis which incorporated an Isis lineage into it.  That’s the simplest answer.  
She was of royal blood, that royal blood was Egyptian royal blood not Hebrew royal blood but of course those two bloodlines were connected anyway from very ancient times. Yes there was power that came down through the female lines so that is certainly true and that went right back to the very earliest Hebrew traditions because there were three Hebrew priestessly lines as well as three priestly lines.  The three lines in the Hebrew priestly tradition come from Moses through Moses’s son Gershon, one line from Aaron of course the normal Levite line from Aaron and one non-Israelite line which comes through the Jesuibites and was still present in the Temple of Jerusalem at Jesus time.  Because St Eusebius records the tradition that when James the Just was stoned to death it was only the Jesubite priests who refused to cast stones.  So the Jesubites The Hebrew female tradition had three lines that also came down like an active passive neutral form so the first one was a line from Miriam the sister of Moses was the equivalent of one of the lines, another one from Saphora who was Moses’s wife and that ultimately was related directly to the Egyptian line because that came through Jethro who was the father in law of Moses for that reason and that was actually a Midianite line there was also a third line that came again through Sarah and the matriarchs and Mary Magdalen combined two of those lineages which was the lineage from Midian and the lineage from the matriarchs but Mary the mother of Jesus had all three female lines as can be seen from the Annunciation story. I will explain that.  The line of priests from Moses were associated with the shrine of Shiloh in Israel so the arc of the covenant was firstly kept at Shiloh before it actually went off to Jerusalem in the time of King David and the priests who handled that were associated with the line of Moses now Mary it said the cloud of the most high will overshadow you the word overshadow in the Greek text actually refers to the arc of the covenant and that’s a reference to that lineage.  We know that she was related to the line of aaran because her cousin was Elisabeth who was the wife of Zacharias so she had to be Levite of the line of Aaron, who was the brother of Moses so the fact that she was related to Elisabeth shows she had that lineage and the last lineage is to do with where it said the power of the most high shall overshadow you because the male lineage in the Hebrew tradition comes from Melchizedek, sometimes called the priests of Melchizedek and they were partly non-Israelite. so Melchizedek is said to be priest of God most high and so the power of the most high shall overshadow you shows that Mary had the Melchizedek line as well in the female sense, so Mary Magdalen did not have the Levite lines from Miriam but she had the other two, she had the lines from Saphoro and the early Hebrew matriarchs.  Basically the problem is a misunderstanding of the traditions by the authors of the holy blood and holy Grail who think that the lineage of Mary Magdalen was a physical lineage from Jesus, it wasn’t it was a Jewish legal lineage in Jewish tradition there was something called Leverite birth where if the husband died the wife could go to the brother and have a child by the brother who would legally inherit the husband’s properties and things so in that sense Mary Magdalen’s daughter Sarah was actually legally descended from Jesus in Jewish law, so that’s where the story of the lineage from Jesus came from because from a legal viewpoint although she was Simeon’s child by physical means in the spiritual thing of Jewish law she was regarded as Jesus’s child. 

Look up the biblical references to Magdala in Egypt.  There is two, one in Deuteronomy and one in the book of Numbers and that was not far from Heliopolis, in fact by the time of Jesus in the first century the actual original sanctuary of Heliopolis was the site of the Jewish Temple so where the really old Egyptian Temple of Rah was, which was at Heliopolis which is so old it goes back beyond recorded history, that was actually the site of the Jewish Temple they built the Temple on that site it had been a Temple of Isis and when the first high priest Anias came to put the Temple there he married an Egyptian woman and she converted and actually had high priestly lines from Isis. Now the text for much of this is actually called Joseph and Aseneh.  It is an apocryphal text from the first century AD, written at the Temple of Heliopolis and the other book is Joseph and Aseneh and the Temple of Heliopolous by Simeon Bohock which we have in the Antioch library and he describes how what’s actually written as an apparent just fictional text is actually a disguised description of the rituals and things that they did in that Temple so if you read that clearly you will see that Aseneh is said to be priestess of Isis and she converted and marries Joseph etc etc it was all a parody in parallel of what happened there and also the other text that comes from that particular tradition is the sibline Oracle or the so-called sibline Oracle which is the Jewish deadline Oracle and in that particular text shows the prophecy of Jesus and Mary were it says the son of the widow will rule the world and this was applied wrongly to Cleopatra in her own time but it was actually originally a prophecy of Jesus and Mary and was written about 100 BC. It all goes back to the Temple of Heliopolis basically and the fact that they had maintained all three female lineages as well is the male lineages.  The Temple of Heliopolis was founded by a Jewish high priest who was driven out of Israel by by the Sellusits.  Selucius who was the Emperor of Syria after the time of Alexander the great the Sellusits took over Syria they wanted to convert all of the Jews to the old Greek religion so the high priest was thrown out and he fled to each under Tolome who gave him sanctuary and started a new Temple there and he had maintained the female lines.  The female line then died out over time for the next hundred or so years in Israel and then of course in the time of Herod, Herod elected Saimee and son of Bohethius who was a priest in the Temple of Heliopolis as the high priest in Israel so in the time of Herod shock horror the female priestesses started coming back they started reintroducing all the female lines that had been lost.  So this is where Mary Magdalen so-called negative publicity began because the rabbis did not like the fact that she and Mary the mother of Jesus and other women were bringing back legitimate priestessly lines from the original Temple of Solomon so they were reintroducing lines that had been lost so they had a bit of a quarrel with the rabbis.  It all goes back to that.  Like I said a lot of it is misunderstanding in holy blood and holy Grail because the references to Benjamin and even the tribe of Dan etc etc are actually old Celtic things and have nothing to do with the original Hebrew tradition because there was a series of Arabic speaking tribes of early Ireland in Europe so names such as this were all part of the European heritage that had nothing to do with the lost tribes of Israel.  Again reference for that is John Philip Cohan’s book the key in which he quotes in the preface the work of an Irish Prof who found Semitic roots in early Irish.  The basic key is that Mary Magdalene was associated with the Temple of Heliopolis and that Temple had preserved all three lineages, Mary Magdalen had two and by tradition Mary the mother of Jesus laid hands on her and gave her the third, but she had two just by her own normal heritage and gained the third from Mary.  In proof of this Simeon Bohac quotes the fact that they found in Egypt near the Temple of Heliopolis the graveyard of the Jews who lived there.  There is actually a tomb of a female called Miri Amna who is not Mary Magdalen but it specifically says the priestess.  And there is only five known inscriptions to Jewish priestesses in the archaeological records and all of them can be associated with the Temple of Heliopolis. There is also a Sumerian Temple of Isis in Samaria during the time of Jesus that converted back into a Jewish female Temple that cause all sorts of problems.  They were called the Temple of the dove priestesses. So there was a cult of the dove priestesses on Mount Gerison during Jesus time.  The story of the woman at the well is actually Jesus calling and commissioning one of the Samaritans for priestesses to go out and preach and be a disciple etc. that is one of the clearest examples of female ordination in the new Testament.
